Judged Entries

Entries may arrive at the assembly area as early as 4pm.

Judging will begin at 5pm. Entries not in position, with all riders on the float and ready to present by
5pm, shall be eliminated from consideration. No exceptions.

Assign someone on your float to be the official contact for judging. Judges will identify themselves to
the contact before judging takes place.

Professional (leased) floats are not eligible.
Decision of the judges is final.

Awards will be given in the following categories:
- Large Commercial (15 or more full-time employees)---1¢, 2", and 3" place plaques

- Small Commercial 1S’ 2", and 3" place plaques

- Large Non-Profit (more than100 members)----------------- 1¢' Place - $100, 2™ Place - $75, and 3 Place - $50
- Small Non-Profit (less than 100 memberg------------------ 1 Place - $100, 2" Place - $75, and 3" Place - $50
- Neighborhood, School, & Youth Groupg--------------------- 1" Place - $100, 2™ Place - $75, and 3" Place - $50
